UNITED NATIONS DAY 2019

The United Nations in partnership with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and East African Cooperation 
and the Dodoma Regional Commissioner’s Office commemorated the 74th Anniversary of the Estab-

lishment of the United Nations in Dodoma on October 24th, 2019. This year’s theme was: 
‘Women and Girls at the Forefront of Achieving the Global Goals’

The day began with a Flag-Raising Ceremony in the morning at Nyerere Square and was followed by 
an evening reception at St. Gaspar Hotel – both events were graced by the Minister of Foreign Affairs 

and East African Cooperation, Hon. Palamagamba Kabudi.

In addition to the commemorations in Dodoma, there was also a UN Day Outreach Event in Zanzibar, 
that was graced by the Second Vice President of Zanzibar, Ambassador Seif Ali lddi. The outreach high-

lighted and reinforced the UN’s support to women and girls in Zanzibar!!

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For the first time, the UN Flag is raised by the Tanzania People’s Defence Forces (TPDF) at Nyerere Square in 
Dodoma Region in front of the Minister of Foreign Affairs and East African Cooperation, Hon. Palamagamba 
Kabudi.

The raising of the UN Flag symbolizes the United Republic of Tanzania’s commitment to continue working 
with the United Nations and to uphold the values embodied in the United Nations Charter.

FLAG-RAISING CEREMONY

The day started with a flag-raising ceremony at Nyerere Square in Dodoma which was graced 
by the Minister of Foreign Affairs and East African Cooperation, Hon. Palamagamba Kabudi.

The theme for this year’s UN Day Commemorations was ‘Women and Girls at the Forefront of Achieving 
the SDGs’. In addition to Government Officials and UN Staff, the Flag-Raising Ceremony at Nyerere Square 
Grounds was attended by over 300 youth, development partners, civil society, the media and other stake-
holders.
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“Tanzania firmly supports the UN and we say that the UN is more critical & important today than even during 
the Cold War… our support for the UN is unequivocal and we will raise our voice as we did in the past to those 
who think that multilateralism is not important.

This year was the first time that UN Day commemorations in Tanzania have taken place in Dodoma. UN 
Agencies have had a presence in Dodoma through WFP as far back as 1999 and in 2017 the UN became 
among the first international organizations to open an office in Dodoma which currently hosts seven UN 
agencies. The Government commended the UN for continuing to support the relocation of the central gov-
ernment to Dodoma.
